Call 9-1-1

Move the person on 

their side (recovery 

position) 

Watch the person 

closely 

Do not leave the 

person by themself

Extremely Pale

Clammy Skin

Blue fingernails

Blue lips

Vomiting

Gurgling noises

Unable to speak

Will not wake up

Unresponsive

Shallow breathing

Slow heartbeat
