How is local Public Health funded?

In 2007, the Zanesville-Muskingum County Health Department had an operating budget
of $4,238,124.

Nearly half of our budget $1,942,305 or 46% is supported by the health levy and other
local funding sources. However, $303, 328 of these local funds are being phased out
which makes levy money even more important. In addition, the Health Department
receives $1,016,796 in state and federal grant monies. Because of generous community
support, we are able to apply for state and federal grant monies to develop stronger public
health programs for you.

Being a service-based agency, the majority of our expenditures were for personnel
including the areas of Environmental Health, Personal Health and Vital Statistics. Our
revenue is also collected through charges for services, licenses and permits.

What is the cost of the levy?

The ZMCHD Levy is a 0.5 mill replacement levy. For the owner of a $100,000 home, this
levy will cost $15.31 per year or $1.28 per month.
